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A STAR IS BORN: JOY TO THE WORLD

Then the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid, for behold, | bring you
goodtidings of great joy which will be to all people. - Luke 2:10

Good news is any bit of information that uplifts the soul and gladdens
the heart; it is like cold water to a weary soul (Proverbs 25:25). Jesus'
coming heralds the phase of good news to all people.

He is the joy of the whole world.

More importantly for us is that, His coming still brings joy today - the joy
of salvation, the joy of reconciliation with God, the joy of knowing we
have a Heavenly Father who cares deeply for us, the joy of knowing all
things work together for our good, and the joy of knowing heaven await
us!
